What are the Admission requirements?
High School diploma or end of secondary school
diploma.  1st year candidates must apply before
having received their final secondary results.
Admissible candidates will be granted conditional
acceptance.
Transfer students are admissible into the 1st, 2nd, 3rd
or 4th year of the American Business School pro-
gram. Coursework already completed can be trans-
ferred, subject to equivalency with existing
American Business School courses and satisfactory
performance.

Admission for candidates living in France 
Candidates living in France must enroll in and take
a series of Admissions exams: English, math, general
culture and an individual interview.
For dates of upcoming admissions exams, please
consult the website: www.absparis.com.
To enroll in an admissions session, please send an
application form, complete with all supplementary
documentation, to the Admissions Office at the
American Business School. Incomplete applications
will not be considered. Students who have gradua-
ted from a secondary institution where the langua-
ge of teaching is English are not required to take the
English test. Certain admitted students may be
required to take the Intensive English course before
beginning the academic year.

Candidates applying from outside France
Candidates who do not reside in France will be
admitted based on the quality of their application
and may be requested to have a telephone inter-
view. Particular attention will be given to letters of
recommendation and the statement of purpose.
To apply from outside France, please send comple-
ted applications by: - the end of May, if applying for
the September session. - the end of October, if
applying for the January session.
